Have your child draw or journal what they learned today.

Play multiplication war using playing cards, dice, or dominos to build fact fluency. Try
addition and subtraction war.

e Have your child multiply the 3 digits on a car’s license plate.

As the holiday season approaches, please let your child’s teacher know in advance if there are
restrictions in their participation or celebration of specific holidays. When thinking about
snacks, birthday treats, and holiday gift giving, please keep in mind that we are a nut-free
school.
