The Panorama Student Surveys were developed under the leadership of Dr. Hunter Gehlbach,
Professor and Vice Dean at the John Hopkin’s University School of Education, and Director of
Research at Panorama Education. Dr. Gehlbach and his research team at the Harvard
Graduate School of Education followed a rigorous survey development process consisting of
literature reviews, focus groups, feedback from experts around the country, cognitive interviews
with students, and multiple rounds of piloting and refining.



Both surveys are voluntary; however, your child’s views are important to ensure a quality
educational system. If your child does not feel they have enough information to answer a
question, they may skip the item altogether. Each survey should not take more than 20-30
minutes to complete. We ask for your assistance in encouraging your child to participate and
respond honestly to the survey questions. No further action is required from you unless you do
