BREAKDOWN

Each 9 weeks you will create 3 major project.
These projects will explore different mediums
and themes

You will have weekly sketchbook entries that
will be turned in on Thursdays so that you
have the weekend to work on these. For
each major project there will be a few daily
assignments for practice and understanding
of the lesson. 

 During the 9 weeks you will be expected to
participate in peer discussions, classroom in-
progress/final critiques, and written artist
statements. I will be looking that you are
giving insightful advice and explanations. 

The Benchmark will consist of a quiz over the
concepts learned over the 9 weeks and
progress on a year long "all about me
portfolio"
