INFORMATION

 
To earn the AICE Diploma,
candidates must take SEVEN
courses and pass all seven
exams:

One exam from Groups 1, 2, 3
AS Global Perspectives
Three additional Cambridge
courses from any Group
Group 4 credits are NOT
required for the AICE Diploma,
but may be school
prerequisites

 
All SEVEN courses must be

completed within three school
years (a 25 month period).

Students may apply for their AICE
Diploma in 11th or 12th grade,
depending on when they start

courses or if they need to retake
exams they have not passed
AS exams count as one point

toward the diploma. 
AL exams count as two points

toward the diploma.
