General College Prep Info

4-year college admission guidelines are not the same as
high school diploma requirements. Know the difference
between what is needed for your college of choice and
what is needed for a Fargo Public Schools diploma.

In ND, UND and NDSU list coursework admission
requirements as:

= 4 English

= 3 Math —Algebra | and above
= 3 Lab Science

= 3 Social Science

= | additional unit from any above cores or world
language

**Know the requirements for the colleges you wish
to pursue. Highly competitive schools require
additional courses. Pay close attention to fine arts
and world language requirements.



= A minimum of 6 credits is required for the year. The maximum
allotted within the school day is 8.

= |f you’re considering a class that requires travel, remember
to account for that in your total credit planning.

= Shuttle runs between North, South and Davies

= You are responsible for your own transportation if taking
a class outside of Fargo Public through the CCCTC.

= Build a schedule with appropriate rigor. How busy are you
outside of the 8:50-3:50 school day? Do you have some classes
in your schedule you take for fun? How will you plan to
regroup each day?

IF REGISTERING FOR A MUSIC CLASS

Band:

= Everyone interested in band should register for band 2. The band teacher will review registrations, and if deemed
appropriate, will move you to band 3.

=  Everyone interested in jazz signs up for jazz |.Again, after review, the teacher will move you to jazz 2 or 3 if
appropriate.

= To participate in jazz, you must also register for band.

Choir:

= Choir placements are based on grade level and experience. Please review the registration card to determine
which one is appropriate for you.

"  You must audition to participate in select choral ensemble, and you must also register for choir.
Orchestra:

= Everyone interested in orchestra should sign up for orchestra 2. The orchestra teacher will review registrations,
and if deemed appropriate, will move you to orchestra 3.

"  You must audition to participate in chamber orchestra, and you must also register for orchestra.

Without an ACT math score of 2| or above, or if you have not yet taken the ACT, you must take the
ACCUPLACER and score a 255 or above.

We will offer an initial ACCUPLACER at Davies in the spring. If you do not obtain the score you
need, you will have to contact the NDSCS Fargo Branch to make arrangements to retake the test.

= $6,000 scholarship. Not competitive. Meet the criteria, complete the application,
awarded the money.

The North Dakota Scholarship framework is a tool to assist educators in understanding the requirements of the ND
Scholarship, as listed in North Dakota Century Code 15.1-21-02.10. Requirements begin with the ESSENTIAL SKILLS
section. Students shall then strive to be POST-SECONDARY READY, WORKFORCE READY, and/or MILITARY READY,
according to the requirements listed below.

Students shall achieve Essential Skills above, and complete two or more of the CHOICE READY components below to be eligible for the ND Scholarship.

Such as, would you
advise AP English in addition to AP Biology, dual credit college algebra,
and AP US history, in addition to my activities which include 2 varsity
sports, DECA and orchestra.The latter is a much better picture for the
adults to have when offering suggestions and ideas to students.

INPUTTING YOUR COURSE REQUESTS

|. Log into Power School.

2. Choose the icon Class Registration (picture of chair and pencil - about halfway down the left-hand side).
3.You will see a pencil icon to the far right of each content area (English, Math, Science, etc.).

4. For your core classes, click on the pencil icon to get a drop-down box showing your choices (e.g. English |, English 2, Honors English 2, etc.).
Click on your choice and then click “okay”’. (If you are doubling up in science courses you would register for one course in the science section
and the other in the elective section.) Complete this process for both semester | and semester 2 of yearlong courses (sometimes they are
on different pages).

5.Proceed down the page through core courses until you reach the pencil to show elective options. In this section, you may choose all your electives at
once, or move in and out by pressing on the pencil each time. Be sure you choose both semesters if you are picking a year-long class. If you
are unsure if it is a yearlong class, please refer to your registration sheet.

6. Once you have chosen all classes, please hit the submit button.

7.Review your choices. If you notice any errors, you may re-enter a section by clicking on the pencil icon.
Things to double check:
Have you registered for both semesters of yearlong courses?
Will you have completed all necessary prerequisites for the courses you chose?

If the class you’re trying to register for does not appear on the screen, please see your counselor.

January 22 — January 28 — window to independently register for classes
(January 29 — schoolwide effort with course input period 3)

January 23 — walk-in registration questions with counselors 8:30-3:30 (no appointment necessary)

Mid-February — |:1 visit with your school counselor and you (complete your registration by the February | deadline — you can
make changes during your counselor meeting if necessary) You will receive notice via email with your assigned date and time.

Beginning of March — verification sheets reflecting your choices will be mailed home

Middle of March- verification sheets due back to the counseling department if you are requesting any changes (if not requesting a
change, your sheet does not need to be returned)
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
