How many 
Pickled Peppers did Peter 
Piper Pick?”​   It is hard 
because almost all the words 
start with the same sound. 
Write your own tongue twister 
with words that start with the 
first letter in your name.

Practice reading the second 
grade ​sight words​.  Make 
this fun!  Play games with the 
words.  Practice them a few 
at a time or all at once.  Keep 
working on them until you get 
them all right.  Once you get 
them all right, give the third 
grade words a try.

Reading Fluency​:  Pick out a 
story.  Set a timer for one 
minute and see how many 
words you can read.  Write 
down the word you were on 
when the timer stopped.
