 The tenor is the highest vocal 
part and is a harmony part 
sung above the melody. In the 
music, it is written as the 
soprano line in the treble clef 
with the stems going up. 

The lead part is the melody 
part and is written in the music 
as the alto line in the treble clef 
with the stems going down. 

The baritone is a harmony part 
with a vocal range similar to 
the lead. In the music it is 
written as the male tenor part 
in the bass clef with the stems 
going up and is sung an octave 
above where it is written in the 
music. 

The bass part is the lowest 
part in barbershop music.  In 
the written music, it is written 
as the male bass part in the 
bass clef with the stems going 
down. It is also sung an octave 
above where it’s written in the 
music 

 The registration fee is $20 per singer, payable to Metro Mix Chorus. The fee provides sheet music, learning 
MP3s/CD, lunch and snacks, and a souvenir t-shirt. (Cost is $15 per singer if 3 or more sisters are registered.) 

Although registrations are accepted through the day of the event, register by September 9 to reserve a t-shirt.
