Kartsotis, passed away this weekend. Mr. Kartsotis led the transition of Nitschmann Junior High School to 
Nitschmann Middle School in 1982 and served as our principal for many years. Many of our alumni will 
remember him for his tenacious leadership, commitment to technology, and pride in our school and community. 
He embodied the strength of a lion through his career. Obituary information will be posted to our school social 
media accounts this week.
