Write a letter to the Planning Commission at City Hall explaining to the
committee why you believe the Flores family should or should not be able to keep their
flower shop. [Reminder: A Planning Commission is a group of citizens that serve the city. They
make decisions on issues that have to do with community development and how people use
land.]
OR
Create a colorful, creative brochure for the Flores family’s flower shop. In the brochure list
all of the types of flowers that are sold at the shop. Include a description and a picture of
each flower. Also include the types of flower arrangements that are offered at the shop.
Remember, on pages 4 and 5, Xochitl thinks about the types of flower arrangements her
family created when they lived in El Salvador. Include pictures and write descriptions of the
flower arrangements, too. You can draw and color your flowers or print them out. Either
way, make your work colorful and creative so people will want to buy flowers from the
Flores family!

Activity 3:

Beautify your neighborhood like Xochitl and her family did! Create beautiful paper flowers
and place them around your home or neighborhood. You can even give some as gifts. Write
a letter to Xochitl telling her how you beautified your neighborhood and how it made you
and the community feel.

Include an informational
writing piece explaining the facts that you have learned about Guatemala. When you return
to school you will bring your poster and writing piece and present them to your classmates
and teacher.

Me, Frida, and the Secret of the
Peacock Ring

Activity 1:

In Me, Frida and the Secret of the Peacock Ring, we meet the main character, Paloma, who is
traveling to Mexico for the first time. Consider how Paloma feels about visiting Mexico at
the beginning of the novel and how she feels about it at the end of the novel. In a detailed

essay, write to tell how Paloma changes from the beginning of the novel to the end.

OR

Write a letter from Paloma to Frida Kahlo. In the letter, Paloma should tell Frida in detail
what her paintings mean to her.

Activity 2:

Create a digital or paper brochure about La Casa Azul that can be given to students before
they visit the museum. In the brochure, give information about La Casa Azul and some of
Frida Kahlo’s paintings. Be sure to include a biography of Frida and any other information
that you would like to include. You will also recreate La Casa Azul using origami (paper
folding). Here is the link to the directions. Have fun!

Activity 3:

Reread page 218 of the novel. Consider all that Paloma shares about what she knows now.
Paint or draw the self-portrait that Paloma might create now that she has this new
understanding about herself and life. If you like, create the self-portrait in the same style as
Frida Kahlo. Write a paragraph (or more, if you like) to tell about your artwork.

Activity 1:

In Boy, Everywhere, we meet the main character, Sami. How does Aadam’s life teach Sami

Activity 2:

Write a book review after reading Boy, Everywhere. What did you enjoy about Boy,
Everywhere? What would you tell a friend or another person who wants to read the book?
Be ready to share your book review with your teacher and peers.

Activity 3:

Think about the story and all that Sami learns. Envision a sequel to Boy, Everywhere and
create a new title for a sequel. Paint or draw a new cover. Write a paragraph (or more) to
tell about your artwork.

Storm Runner

Activity 1:

Zane Obispo is the main character who encounters many “ special” characters on his
journey in this action packed, supernatural adventure novel. Each of the characters, like
Brooks, plays an important role in Zane’s adventures and discoveries. Think about the
characters and events in the story. Who is your favorite character? Which action packed
events were your favorites?

Redesign the cover to portray your favorite character(s) and events that include the
character you selected. Write two or three paragraphs describing your cover. You should
include: a description of the character(s) you selected and the events that support your
thinking. What surprised you most with this character? How did Zane encounter your
character? What is the relationship or role of your character to Zane’s journey?
Remember to explain why the character is important to the plot. Remember your cover
design should represent the character and events you selected.




Activity 2:

Zane Osispo’s was very emotional about not wanting to go to a private school because he did
not like facing his peers and being teased about his legs. He was comfortable spending his
days homeschooling and exploring while discovering secret places in his backyard with his

dog, Rosie. Authors help readers to learn about the characters through their
actions,emotions, thoughts, and interactions with other characters. Just like people,
situations and events characters encounter often affect their emotions and how they might
feel about themselves and others. Zane’s emotions, feelings and actions change throughout
the novel. Think about what Zane learned and how he changed through his adventurous
encounters and his emotions during the events.

Create a Character Evolution Timeline, which is a graphic display of the characters
changing emotions. Your Timeline should include at least ten frames or boxes.

Each frame or box should contain:

e A word and symbol or facial drawing of Zane to represent his emotion.

e A quote from the text or description of the event that represents why or how Zane
experiences this emotion .

e Your interpretation of the impact of the event on Zane. Think about why and what
caused Zane to have the emotion.

e Include your thoughts or response to the event and emotion. Think about how might
you have reacted and felt. “ I would have felt anxious, just like Zane, if I knew the
kids were going to tease me at my new school.”

You can search online to find emotion charts. You can use the images from the charts ,
clipart or your drawing for your work.

Use the information from your chart to write a paragraph (or two) describing Zane as a
character and what you learned about him from his emotions.




Activity 3:

A shapeshifter is a fictitious person, creature or thing that has the ability to change its
physical form at will. The change can be in the form of an animal, object or person. The
author J.C. Cervantes used her interest in the Mayan culture and mythology along with her
love for the volcanoes in New Mexico as her inspiration for the characters in The Storm
Runner. In the novel, Zane Osispo encounters many mythical shapeshifters, similar to
Mayan mythical creatures, during his adventures. In mythology and folklore, shapeshifting
is the ability to physically transform through an inherently superhuman ability, spells,
divine intervention or an inherent ability. The movies Moana, X-Men and Harry Potter,
television shows like The Innocents , and even some poems have characters that are
shapeshifters.

If you had the supernatural ability to shapeshift what or who would you be? What is the
cause? What gives you the ability to transform? What is your inspiration to shapeshift?

Think about the creatures Zane encounters. Which characters were intriguing? Which gods
and/or goddesses are interesting? You can also research or use the link below to learn about
mythical gods and goddesses and their supernatural powers. Use your research,
imagination and creativity to create your shapeshifting alter ego; your alter ego is your
secondary or alternative personality. You can use a mayan god or symbol for inspiration or
design you own.

Activity 1:

Writers find ideas and inspiration for their writing from their experiences, knowledge and
interests. Many cultures have sacred stories that are passed through the generations to
explain the world and the experiences of mankind. Kwame Mbalia used African symbols
and mythological folktales of the West African and the African Diaspora to teach readers
about African American and West African mythology and culture. Diaspora is the
movement or displacement of people to an area outside or away from their ancestral
homeland; in this case it would refer to the movement of people outside the continent of
Africa.

Activity 2:

Activity 3:

You are an award winning news reporter who was given an assignment by your manager,
the news director, to interview Tristan Strong. After your first article about the bus accident,
the community is interested in Tristan. Your new assignment is to let the community know
about Tristan after the accident.

Use the
journalism skills you learned in college to think of questions you would like to ask Tristan
and use information from the text and your thinking to answer as Tristan. You can work
with a partner to develop and present your questions and responses. You should have a
minimum of 10 questions and responses for your interview. Feel free to write more questions
and to include other characters as part of the interview.

o  Why do you think the author, Jose Marti, wrote the poems, such as the
author’s experiences, history and culture. (Use the information you learned
about the author.)

You can also include an illustration or creative interpretation of the poem, such as
recording yourself reading the poem with or without music or choreographing a dance or
rhythmic movement as part of your interpretation.

Activity 2:

Arturo was inspired to write like his abuelo. Arturo said, “I stared at a blank page, closed
my eyes, opened them again, and began to write.” All evening he wrote about the events in
his life until he was exhausted.

Take time to write about anything that is on your mind. Write freely! You should write for
five to ten minutes every day. Writing helped Arturo to clear his mind, relax and think
about his future and the plans he had for himself. Before doing the writing activities, try
writing for at least a few days or even a week or two. Challenge yourself to increase the

amount of time and days each week. Think about how writing for yourself makes you feel.

Writing Activities:

1. Write a letter about your future self to a friend or relative. What events have
happened in your life that will encourage others. What would you want someone to
know about your life or life in general that would be encouraging to others. We
learn from each other and each one of us has valuable things to share.

2. Arturo read a poem to the Commissioner and the Committee and Vanessa handed
out flyers to protect La Cocina de la Isla and his family. The local television station
is going to interview Arturo and Vanerra. As one of the customers of the restaurant,
Arturo and Vanessa asked you to help them with their protest by creating a flyer and
short speech. Design a flyer or protest sign and write a short speech for Arturo to
use for an interview. You can record the speech using FlipGrid.

Activity 3:




The author makes several references to rapper Putbull, including the expression “Keep
Calm and Dale” or #Dale (pronounced “Day-lay” ) Look up the origin and meaning of the
word dale.

How did the expression “ Keep Calm and Dale” help or hinder Arturo? Use your text to
find the relevant events that are related to this expression. How did Arturo feel when he
heard the words, Keep Calm and Dale?

Have you ever had to make difficult decisions for yourself, like Arturo? Think about
Arturo’s thoughts about his family, friends and the restaurant. Bren and Mop encouraged
Arturo during his difficult times. Did their advice help Arturo? Think about how the
expression Keep Calm and Dale applies to your life during a time when you were encouraged
to work or try hard and not give up.

Write about a time when you had to make a difficult decision for yourself. What did you
have to do or resolve? What was your decision? How was it resolved? How and were you
able to “Keep Calm and Dale”? Who or what was your inspiration and how were you
influenced by the support you received? Use at least three paragraphs to explain and
describe your thoughts.

identities (race, ethnicity, social class, gender, sexual identity, language, etc.) and; 2)
creating a ""counter-narrative' that challenges and speaks back to that single story,
representing you and/or your community more fully. Your counter-narrative could take the
form of a letter, poem, essay, visual art, music, or any other creative medium.

Option #2: Noah provides a rich description of Alexandra, one that encourages considering
the city from an assets-based perspective. Using pages 204-206, create a visual
representation of Alexandra as he describes, supporting your decisions with textual
evidence. Then, explain how Noah’s description of the city helps to understand the
importance of the place on his identity and of the other South Africans who live there. Find
supporting resources about Alexandra and apply them to understanding more about the city
and its residents.

Option #3: Hip-hop has been called a global movement for its ability to act as a platform for
young people’s agency and to allow them to articulate their concerns. Noah describes how he
used hip-hop to broker his entry into peer groups and events, and as a source of income.
Select lyrics from a few global hip-hop artists and conduct a critical analysis of the lyrics.
Additionally, draw on research from hip-hop scholars. Then present your findings in a
three-column chart or another creative medium that notes similarities and differences in the
text of the lyrics. Finally, present your own argument about hip-hop’s impact on global
youth culture.

Research Activity 3:

Research South Africa's system of apartheid and create a short presentation that shows
your findings. Consider the following questions: Did you know anything about the history of
apartheid in South Africa prior to reading this book?
