You can apply to only ONE (1) school Early Decision. Since 
you have to go if admitted, you might get less financial 
assistance.

Teacher Recommendations

• Ask if the teacher will “write a good recommendation”
• Provide a list of colleges to the teacher
• Do not ask more than 2 teachers for a recommendation
• At BHS, you can not add teachers to your Naviance. 

Teachers add you themselves after you talk to them
