Where in Hawaii do you want to go?

Look at a list of cities with the best climate in the United States. Hawaii is well represented.
Now look at a list of cities with the worst climate in the United States. (You know where this
is going, don't you?) Yes, Hawaii is also represented. Kona and Hilo are both on the Big
Island. Hilo is on the windward side where the trade winds bring in moisture from the
Pacific. Kona is on the leeward side, beyond the high volcanic mountains. This city lies within
the rain shadow. Guess which city is more popular with tourists?

What is Climate?

Almost anything can happen with the weather. Climate, however, is more predictable.
Climate is the long-term average of weather in a particular spot. Good climate is why we
choose to vacation in Hawaii in February (usually on the leeward side). Of course, the
weather is not guaranteed to be good! A location’s climate considers the same
characteristics as its weather. These are its air temperature, humidity, wind speed and
direction, and the type, quantity, and frequency of precipitation. For climate, these things
are averaged over time.
