Part 1:

Make sure your
paragraph has a topic sentence that includes the title and author of the book and tells the reader what the
paragraph will be about. The paragraph should be typed below your chart on your document.

You will need to have your book, completed chart and paragraph when school begins. These
materials will help prepare you for the Socratic seminar that will take place during the start of school in
your language arts class.
