Dear 7-12 Lowellville Parent/ Guardians,

On Monday, April 29, 2024 and Wednesday, May 1, 2024 students in grades 7-12 will participate in The
Foundation United SPEAK UP curriculum. Specifically, students in grades 7th and 8th will participate in the
SPEAK UP: Empowered curriculum and 9-12th grade students will participate in the SPEAK UP: Freedom
curriculum. The presentation and curriculum is approved by the Ohio Department of Education and is a part of
Senate Bill 288 mandated requirements. Instruction in child sexual abuse prevention and sexual violence
prevention is a required part of the district’s curriculum. 7-12th grade students will focus on dating violence
prevention education and sexual violence prevention education. The lessons in SPEAK UP teach students how to
recognize the red flags of sex trafficking and sexual abuse.

Upon request, parents and legal guardians may examine the SPEAK UP: Empowered and Freedom instructional
materials in accordance with R.C. 3313.60. Upon written request of the student’s parent or guardian, a student
will be excused from taking instruction in dating violence prevention and sexual violence prevention.

The purpose of the upcoming presentations is to protect students by educating them about these topics through an
approved and evidence-based curriculum.
