1. What steps were taken toward German unity before 1850?

Napoleon’s conquests sparked German nationalism. The Zollverein was created. 
2. Describe the goals and policies of Otto Von Bismarck.
“Blood and Iron”: He wanted to unite Germany under Prussian leadership.  He believed that ends justified the means.   He was willing to use military force, deception, and ruthlessness to achieve his goals.

1. The War with Denmark:  This war was fought between Denmark and an Austro-Prussian alliance.  Denmark was defeated and Prussia annexed Holstein and other north German states.

c. The Franco-Prussian War: Bismark defeats the French and united Southern and Northern Germany.

1.  Why did Germany become an industrial giant in the late 1800s?


 Germany had a great deal of coal and iron. Germany’s population was educated, highly skilled, and motivated. 

2. (a) Describe the social reforms adopted under Bismarck.  (b) Why did he favor these reforms?


(a) Some of the social reforms under Bismarck were the implementation of health and accident insurance, as well as retirement benefits. (b) Bismarck thought that these reforms would turn people away from socialism. 

3. (a) Why did William II dismiss Bismarck as Chancellor?  (b) What policies did William II introduce?


(a) William II wanted to rule Germany on his own, without assistance or competition from Bismarck. (b) Some of the policies that William II introduced were improved transportations, electricity.  He also improved education and strengthened the German military.

(a) What obstacles to unity did Italian nationalists face?  (b) What conditions favored unity?


(a) Some of the obstacles to Italian unity were the divisions already in Italy. People identified more with their own region than with Italy. There were also many people who did not believe in Italian unity, like anarchists.  (b) The Italians all spoke a common language and they also had been unified against the invading armies of Napoleon. 

What steps did Cavour take to promote Italian unity?

As the Prime Minister of Sardinia, Cavour believed in Realpolitik.  He reformed Sardinia’s economy through improving agriculture. He built railroads and encouraged commerce by supporting free trade. 
Describe the problems Italians faced after unification. 

There was no tradition of unity.  There were still distinct regional differences. The church did not always support the new government. Not all citizens supported the new government.

How did nationalism affect each of the following? (a)Austria (b) Ottoman Empire?


(a)Each ethnic group with Austria pressed for some degree of independence.  Austria forms a dual monarchy with Hungary, ethnic groups continue to press for national freedom. (b) In the Ottoman Empire, Serbia gains independence in 1817, and Greece becomes independent in the 1830s. Other nationalities rebelled against Ottoman rule.  

(a) What was the dual monarchy? (b)Why did it fail to end nationalist demands?


It was an agreement between Austria and Hungary where they would share finances and defense, but were independent in other areas.  (b) Other nationalities gained very little from the settlement and continue to demand independence. 

Give two reasons why Balkans were a trouble spot in the 1800s


Nationalists stirrings became mixed up with the ambitions of great European powers. European powers were competing for power and influence in the region. 
Chapter 6 Section Five Vocabulary

1. Decembrist Revolt: An uprising led by a group of Army officers. They demanded a constitution and other reforms. The uprising was quickly suppressed by Czar Nicholas I. 3
2. Crimean War: A war that started when Russia tried to seize Ottoman lands along the Danube.  Russia was defeated, and its weaknesses revealed.  4
3. Alexander II: Becomes Czar during the Crimean War in 1855. In 1861, he issues a decree freeing all the serfs. He also sets up a system of local governments. 1
4. People’s Will: A revolutionary group who assassinated government officials and plotted to kill the czar.  They were angered by renewed government repression. 2
5. Russification: A harsh crackdown on all non Russian ethnic groups within Russia. 5
6. Serge Witte: The finance minister under Czar Nicholas II who made economic development a key priority. 6

7. Bloody Sunday: January 22, 1905-soldiers of the Czar open fire on a group of peaceful protestors, killing hundreds.  As a result, people lost faith in the Czar. 6
8. October Manifesto: A statement by Nicholas II in which he promises sweeping reforms throughout Russia.2 
9. Peter Stolypin: The Prime Minister of Russia, who was responsible for the arrest and execution of many of the Czar’s political opponents.4 
10. Zemstvo: Local elected assemblies. Brought about under Alexander II 1
11. Pogrom: Official persecution that encouraged violent attacks of Jews. 3
12. Refugee: People who flee their homeland to seek safety elsewhere. 5

1.  (a) Why was Russia a relatively backward country in  the 1800s? (b)  What reforms did Russia undertake?


First of all, the Czars were unwilling to reform Russia’s absolutist political structure and rigid social structure. Also, Russia was slow to industrialize. (b) Alexander II freed the serfs, sets up local governments, eased censorship, reformed the judiciary, and works to reform the military. The government also encourages industrialization. 

2. What steps did Russia take to industrialize in the late 1800s?



Built railroads for transportation, started to mine iron and coal for factories.  Russia also took steps to secure foreign capital. 

(a) What were the causes of the revolution of 1905? (b) How did Nicholas II respond to the widespread turmoil?



Some long term causes were worker discontent and the desire for a constitution. The immediate causes were the Russo-Japanese War, and Bloody Sunday. (b) Nicholas II issued the October Manifesto in which he promises personal freedom and the summoning of the Duma.
