Course Description:
This full-year course is the advanced section of a required course of all seniors. This class covers the

history of British Literature from 449 A.D. to the present. It places a strong emphasis upon writing,
reading, speaking, and listening skills. Literature for the class includes essays, short stories, novels,
drama, informational texts, and poetry. Projects include essays, research projects and a report,
presentations, research and technology assignments.

Course Objectives:

e To demonstrate a deep understanding of novels, short stories, poetry, drama, and informational
texts.

To write at a sophisticated level, perfecting the ability to write effectively in a variety of formats.
To communicate and respond to ideas about a variety of topics during discussions.

To listen to and evaluate the spoken word of others.

To use proper grammar, mechanics, and spelling in writing.

Texts and Required Supplies:
The following have been purchased for you through your course fees:

Pride and Prejudice by Jane Austin
1984 by George Orwell

These are the only complete texts you will be given. The remainder of the texts will either be read in the
literature textbooks, on iPads in PDF format, or from distributed copies.

Daily you will also need a charged iPad, a binder with tabs, a writing utensil, and notebook
paper/notebook.

The grading is on a point system. Quizzes, tests, classwork, participation, and assignments such as:

You are expected to arrive on time for class and be in your assigned seat with required
materials, ready to begin class when the bell rings.

Absences:
If you are absent for any reason, you will have the same number of days you are absent to
make up the work. It is YOUR responsibility to arrange for and complete the necessary
work THE DAY you return. If you missed a test, you must make it up as soon as possible when
you come back. All assignments that were due while you were absent will be due when you
return. Please email me while you are absent, if possible.

Denial of Credit Policy for a Semester Course:
Any student who accrues non-professional absences in excess of four (4) days in a nine week

period, eight (8) days in a semester-long class and/or sixteen (16) days in a year-long class will
be subject to receive zeroes on assignments for every additional day of non-professional
absence for the remainder of the 9 weeks for each class in which this takes place. Each new
nine weeks, every student will begin with a clean slate with regard to period attendance.

Cheating:
Cheating includes: plagiarism, copying someone else’s work, or allowing someone to copy your
work. You should complete work individually unless otherwise indicated by me. On the first
offense, both parties receive a zero on the assignment, quiz, or test AND will be reported to the
offices and disciplinary action will take place.

Technology Use:

There will be times when we will be using technology for academic purposes. If | see a cell
phone, iPad, or other electronic device in use when they aren’t allowed, | will confiscate and
hold them until the end of class. (Note: this includes earbuds/headphones.)

Dismissal/End of Class:
Class ends when the bell rings, not before. You are not to pack up early; this is distracting to
myself and your classmates and could cause you to miss important information. We will be
working bell to bell each day, unless otherwise indicated by me.

Late Work:
Assignments must be turned in on time in order to receive full credit. Once we have completed a
unit, | will no longer accept work turned in late from that unit. Unless an exception has been
made, 10% of the points will be deducted per day an assignment is late.
