High School Diploma Requirements for KCS include
24 credits: 4 English credits, 4 Math credits, 4 Social
Studies credits, 3 Science credits, a PE, HEALTH &
Art credit, & 6 elective credits.

Ifyour Senior has fallen behind, is missing one or more of
the graduation requirements described above, the time to
catch up is now:

1) Contact your student’s school counselor today via
phone or Schoology to determine any missing
graduation requirements.

2) Register your child for one of the two options for
recovering the needed course(s): online PEAK Credit
Recovery Program OR the Option Pathway Credit
Recovery HISET Exam.

3) Don't drop out of the Race this close to the finish
line! Summer School 2022 is the final option for any
Senior who is not successful in earning all 24 credits
prior to their May 2022 graduation date. Any Senior
completing diploma requirements via the free, 6-week
Summer School 2022 will earn a KCS Class of 2022
diploma. School counselors will be registering students
in May.
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
