Giuseppe Arcimboldo (April 5, 
1526-July 11, 1593), was an 
Italian painter who lived and 
worked in Europe nearly five 
hundred years ago. 



Oftentimes the objects that he 
placed in his paintings related 
to a theme. 



Giuseppe Arcimboldo’s still life 
portraits were probably painted to 
get a reaction from his viewers.
