- Realisticfiction
- Made-up characters that take place in modern times
- Historical fiction
- Made-up characters that is set in areal time in history
- Fantasy
- Made-up stories that are impossible to take place in this world (magic, talking animals)
- Science fiction
- Made-up stories that blend fact and fiction with futuristic technology
- Dystopian
- Made-up stories that take place in a futuristic, imagined universe (controls society, furistic
technology, society is a “perfect” world)




Nonfiction

Text and visual images to give factual information about a particular topic

- Documented information
- Verifiable by other sources
- Accurate and authentic

Subgenres:

- Biographical /memoirs
- Narrative nonfiction




Nonfiction

Informational

- Describes and tells about anything
Biographical /memoirs

- Describes someone’s life or experiences/memories

Narrative nonfiction
- Works of nonfiction told like a story
