Buoyancy Boat Competition!
Introduction:

Each team of students is given $2 dollars of imaginary money.  The teacher will run the equipment store.  

The students must use their budget to buy needed equipment to build a small boat that can hold the most weights.  The team’s boat that holds the most weights wins!

Store:

Balloons – 1.00 each

Duct tape – 15 cm for .50

Scotch Tape – 15 cm for .25

String – 15 cm for .25

Rubber bands - .05 each

Cardboard – 10 cm2 for .50

Procedure:

1. You have 5 to 10 minutes to choose your equipment (staying under the $2 budget).

2. Each team then builds their boats in under 15 minutes.

3. Finally, under the supervision of the teacher the first team places their boat in the water (I use a large storage bucket filled with water).  

4. All the weights will be placed next to the bucket of water.  The first team up will then place the weights, one by one, on their boat until the boat sinks.  The weights must be easily removable (not putting them in a sealed balloon!).
5. The team with the most weights held is the winner!
