Entry Details: Works of both fine and design arts are accepted, including but not limited to: architectural 

drawing and molds, ceramics, collage, computer generated images and graphics, crafts, drawing, fashion 

clothes and jewelry, fiber work, mixed media, painting, printmaking, and sculpture. Use of copyrighted 

materials is prohibited. 2D artwork must be no larger than 12x18 inches with matting. Framed entries are not 

accepted. 3D artwork submissions must be no larger than 24x30x24 inches.*
