Change of State Lab

Materials:

Flask

Balloon

Hot Plate

Foil covered cardboard

Water
Procedure:

1. Fill the flask with 100ml of water.

2. Place the balloon over the opening of the flask.

3. Place the flask and balloon on the hot plate.

4. Turn on the hot plate and wait for the water to reach boiling.

5. Observe the balloon and record your observations.

6. Carefully remove the balloon once it has expanded.

7. Place the foil covered cardboard over the opening of the flask (about 1 inch above the opening).

8. The steam rising from the boiling water should hit the cardboard.  Observe and record results.
