What was the purpose of the Hauge Tribunal?

(a)The purpose is to settle disputes between nations. (b) It could not force nations to submit disputes and it could not enforce its rulings.  
Describe how each of the following inflamed tensions in Europe. 


Nationalism: Aggressive nationalism fuels disputes between nations. It also encourages subject nationalities to seek independence. 

Imperialism: Resulted in competition for colonies and brought European powers to the brink of war. 

Militarism: Glorified war and made young men eager to fight. 
(a) Why did European nations form alliances? (b)How did the alliance system increase fears of war?


European nations held a lot of fear and distrust toward other nations.  (b) The growth of rival alliances made governments increasingly suspicious.  Because of the alliance system, any small war could quickly and easily become a large war involving many countries.

3(a) Why did Serbian nationalists plot to assassinate Francis Ferdinand? (b) How did Austria react to the assassination?

The assassination is a protest over Austria’s rule of Bosnia, where many ethnic Serbians live. (b) The Austrians blame the Serbians for the murder, and issue a harsh ultimatum.  When Serbia refuses to comply, they declare war. 
Describe how each of the following nations got involved in the conflict.

a. Germany: They gave Austria a “blank check” to respond to Serbia, and declared war on Russia in response to Russia’s mobilization. 

b. Russia: In response to Serbia’s plea for help Russia mobilized its forces.

c. France:  Germany declared war on France because they were allied with Russia (Schlieffen Plan)
d. Britain: In order to invade France, Germany went through Belgium.  Outraged, the British declared war on Germany.

Western Front:  The place in France where German forces fought against Allied forces. 4

(a) How did the war turn into a stalemate?

Troops on either side were dug into trenches.  Due to deadly weapons, advancing troops were mowed down with ease.  Therefore, few gains were made. 
(b)  How was trench warfare conducted?

Each side dug miles of deep trenches.  Between the trenches was no man’s land, into which one side or the other would charge, hoping to reach the enemy trench.  Each attack was often met with a counterattack. 
Describe how three new weapons affected the course of the war.

Poison Gas:  Was dropped from airplanes or lobbed from cannons into the opposing side’s trench. 

Automatic Machine Gun:  Was used to kill waves of advancing soldiers with only a few gunners.  
Submarine: Used by Germany to destroy allied shipping.  
What role did Europe’s overseas colonies play in World War One?


Countries turned to their colonies for troops, laborers, and supplies.  Fighting occurred in colonies when warring countries tried to seize each others colonies.

League of Nations: An international group established to ensure peace in the future. 
Reparations:  Payments for damages. 

Mandate: Territories in Africa, Asia, and the Pacific that were administered by western powers.

Millions had been killed or wounded during the war. Disease killed many more following the war. Homes farms and factories had been destroyed, resulting in economic problems. Governments in many nations had collapsed.

2. how to treat secret agreements made by the Allies during the war.

(b) Wilson called for “peace without victory” Other leaders wanted to punish Germany.
