ACTIVITY: Crazy Sentence
GROUP TOPIC: Communication Skills
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GROUP FOCUS: To use good listening skills in order to win the game.
MATERIALS:

Paper
Pen or pencil
2 chairs
GROUP DESCRIPTION: Prior to the activity, make a list of 12-20 sentences that are completely random and crazy an dput them on a small piece of paper. For the activity, set two chairs up in front of the room and and have two people from the group sit in them. Give both players a piece of paper with the crazy sentence on it. The two players must read the sentence to themselves and then engage in conversation. The object is to slip in the sentence without the other person guessing what it is. You may wish to give them a topic to start with such as fishing, country music, bowling, buying shoes, or anything else that has nothing to do with the sentences. Also give them a 1-2 minute time limit to have their conversation. After the time limit, allow the people in the audience to guess what the crazy sentence is and whoever guesses correctly is given the chair for the next round. Possible crazy sentences are:

1. Elmo is my idol.

2. The blue cow swam over the moon.

3. It is good to eat spiders for breakfast.

4. Rubber bands stick to the ceiling only on holidays.

* You could also have the kids in the chairs make up sentences for each other since it's the audience who has to guess. 

POSSIBLE DISCUSSION QUESTIONS:

1. What did you have to do in order to detect the hidden sentence?
2. When do you use your best listening skills? Why?
3. When is it important for you to show good listening skills?
