ACTIVITY: Create a Country
GROUP TOPIC: Teamwork
GROUP FOCUS: To work as a team and participate in a group decision making process.

2. Is everyone happy with the decisions made? Why or why not?
3. What things are important to remember when making group decisions?
4. What role do you usually take when making a decision?
5. How can you tell if a group has been successful when making a decision?
6. Why is it important to be able to make decisions as a member of a team?
