	Research

Cultural Diversity Children’s Book Group Project
For this project you will create a children’s book designed to educate pediatric patients about the different ways healthcare workers can meet their cultural/ethnic/religious needs during their hospital stay.  
The rubric is broken down into 6 basic parts; research, cover, spreads, grammar and spelling, story, and writing.  Each group member will be responsible for one aspect of the project.  You will work together to decide who will fulfill which role within your group.  HOLD EACH OTHER ACCOUNTABLE FOR COMPLETING ASSIGNED TASKS!  

Research- As you are researching your chosen ethnic group/culture/religion and their healthcare beliefs/traditions, you need to be taking good notes.  This will help your group when it comes time to write the story.  
Cover- The front cover needs to include a title, authors’ names, illustrators’ names, class period number and a neatly hand drawn, colored illustration.  The back cover needs to include a brief synopsis of the story and a neatly hand drawn, colored illustration.  Completed books need to be stapled together.  The staples then need to be covered with cloth, colored tape, etc. to give your book a professional appearance.

Spreads- A spread is two pages that are side by side.  To receive full credit on this part, you must have a minimum of 5 spreads that have a hand drawn and colored picture and writing on each page. The only single pages in the book should be the title page, first, and last pages.  
Grammar and Spelling- Editing is a vital part of the writing process.  Please type the text for your story using either Times New Roman or Arial font.  Font size cannot exceed 14-point.
Story- Your book needs to include plot, setting, characterization, conflict, and resolution.  Remember these words should NOT be used in your story.  You must write these elements into your story just like the author of a novel would.  All 5 of these literature elements need to be clearly defined to receive full credit.
Writing- Every spread needs at least one full paragraph.  Each paragraph has to have at least 4 sentences.  The story can be written in first or third person.  Refer to novels and children’s books as an example of how to properly punctuate character dialog in your story.
