Hints, Suggestions, and Options
1. Look ahead several weeks at the skills being practiced. If possible, teach new skills in formal

lessons before asking students to practice these skills in the daily review.

2. Sometimes you will not have taught a given skill before it appears in a lesson. These items
should then be done together. Tell the class that there is a skill they have not yet been taught.
See if anyone knows the answer and wishes to explain it to the class. If not, use the review
time to conduct a minilesson on that skill.

3. Customize the daily review lessons to the needs of your class.

e |f there are skills that are not included in the grade-level expectancies of the particular
program you teach, you may choose to skip those items—white them out or correct them
before reproducing the page.

e |f you feel your class needs more practice than is provided, add these “extras” on your own.

For example:
Use the daily “edit” sentences to locate subject, predicate, parts of speech, etc.

Add a one-item warm-up, a mini-posttest, or ask students to provide another example.
