1. Search #betweenartandquarantine and #gettyartchallenge for ideas or search the 

Getty Museum online catalog for art to recreate. 
2. Get a model or someone to photograph you, since you can also model for this too.
3. Find props, clothes, fabric, sheets, flowers or whatever you need to make it look as

similar as possible. 
4. Do any necessary makeup or changes to hair. 
5. Look at where the light is coming from and try to match the direction of light. 
6. Consider your background and do something similar
7. Shoot a bunch of shots till you get it right. 
8. Edit to make your colors match the original. Consider using a painting app to add 

a similar effect to the original. 
9. Create a side by side collage for easy comparison. 
10. In the comments write the artist, name of art, year and where you found it. And 

why you chose this particular artwork.
