(ie. scout leader, religious leader, boss, math teacher, guidance counselor)

One (1) letter of recommendation from a member of the Music Department or Marching
Band Director/Instructor at the High School.

Official Transcripts from the guidance office indicating grades through the mid-term
exams of the senior year.

An essay, no more than 1 page, double spaced 12-point font, prepared by the candidate
on: HOW MUSIC HAS BENEFITED MY SCHOOL CAREER AND WHAT IMPACT
MUSIC WILL HAVE ON ME AS I MOVE FORWARD IN COLLEGE AND
THROUGHOUT LIFE.

Proof of acceptance to an institute of higher learning, to include technical schools.
