Discovery Learning Activity: A Property of Water
Materials:

· Clear glass or beaker

· A plate

· A pitcher or large beaker

· Water

· A box of salt

· A teaspoon

Question:

1. Does matter have any empty space within it?

Procedure:

1. Fill the pitcher or large beaker w/ water

2. Place the glass or small beaker on the plate

3. Fill it to the brim with water

4. **STOP adding water when the glass or beaker just begins to overflow**

5. Add salt to the glass of water, teaspoon by teaspoon

6. Record how many teaspoons of salt the water can hold before it overflows the glass

Question:

1. How do you think the water could hold the salt without overflowing?

Conclusion:

· NaCl dissolves in water because the negative ends of water molecules cluster around the Na+ ions while the positive ends cluster around the Cl- ions.

· When water dissolves a substance, the liquid that results is known as a solution.
