Chapter 11 Section One Vocabulary

Civil War: The war between the Union States of the North and the Confederate states of the South.
First Battle of Bull Run: The first major land battle of the Civil War, won by the South. 

Casualty: A person who is killed or wounded in battle. 
War of attrition: When one side of a fight inflicts continuous losses on the other in order to wear down its strength. 

Shell: Devices that explode in the air or when they hit something.

Canister: A special type of shell that is filled with bullets. 

Battle of Shiloh: A Battle in Tennessee between Union Gen Ulysses Grant and Confederate General Albert Johnston. Won by the Union, there were heavy losses on both sides. 

Battle of Antietam: The bloodiest day of the Civil War, a battle between Union General McClellan and Confederate General Lee, won by the Union.  The bloodiest day of fighting so far in the war.

Draft: A law requiring military service

Recognition: Official acceptance as an independent nation. 

Greenback: New paper money issued by the federal government, not back by gold. 

Copperhead: A Northern Democrat who opposed the war.

Martial law: Emergency rule by military authorities during which the Bill of Rights is suspended. 

Writ of Habeas Corpus: Legal protection requiring a court to determine if a person is being held against the law. 

Emancipation Proclamation: A decree from Abraham Lincoln that freed the slaves in the rebellious southern states. 

Contraband: Items captured from the enemy during wartime.
Chapter 11 Section 3 Vocabulary

Battle of Fredericksburg: An 1862 battle in Virginia where Union Gen. Burnside was defeated by Confederate Gen. Lee.
Battle of Chancellorsville: A battle fought in May of 1863 between Union Gen Hooker, and Confederate Gen Lee.  The South wins by using a surprise attack. Confederate Gen. “Stonewall Jackson” is killed by friendly fire after the battle.  
Battle of Gettysburg: A three day long battle that took place in Pennsylvania in July of 1863.  Union General Meade defeated Confederate general Robert E. Lee.
Pickett’s Charge: The attempt by Confederate troops to attack the center of the Union line at Gettysburg.  It fails.  
Siege: To surround an enemy and cut them off from supplies.
Gettysburg Address: A speech given by Abraham Lincoln commemorating the Battle of Gettysburg.

· Battle of the Wilderness: Began on May 5, 1864. The armies met in a dense forest in a battle that lasted two days.  Won by the Union.  
· Battle of Spotsylvania: May 8, 1864, the fighting that took place over nearly two weeks.  Won by the Union.  
· Battle of Cold Harbor: In early June of 1864, the armies clashed again at the Battle of Cold Harbor, just eight miles from Richmond. Won by the Union. 
Thirteenth Amendment: Ends slavery. 
Guerilla: Hit and run tactics.
