Lesson Plan/ Introduction
Estimated amount of time required for this lesson: One cycle day (6 days per cycle) 
Learning Objective(s): Students will build vocabulary knowledge and effectively communicate about artwork with peers. 
Materials and Resources: Paper, pencils, erasers, crayons, markers, paint. 
Vocabulary: Color, Value, Line, Shape, Form, Space, Texture. 
Procedures/Content: Students will be given a demo introducing the vocabulary and the project, they will then sketch or brainstorm ideas and start creating their cards. Have students make a list of meanings for a few sample words. Open discussion will be held about why we may agree or disagree with our classmate’s additions. 
Assessment: Students will participate in a class discussion about their ideas and sketches. 
Lesson Plan/Student work time
Estimated amount of time required for this lesson: One cycle day (6 day cycle) 
Learning Objective(s): Students will build vocabulary knowledge and effectively communicate about artwork with peers.
Materials and Resources: Paper, pencils, erasers, crayons, markers, paint.
Vocabulary: Color, Value, Line, Shape, Form, Space, Texture. 
Procedures/Content: Students will begin working upon their ideas for the information ring, and participate in peer critique. The students will then choose whether or not to act upon the feedback of peers. When is it okay to decide you do not want to consider a peers feedback? How do we know when to stop working on a piece to avoid overworking it? 
Assessment: Students will participate in a peer discussion and in class critique of their in progress work. 
Lesson Plan

Estimated amount of time required for this lesson: One cycle day (6 day cycle) 
Learning Objective(s): Students will be able to participate in a critique of their finished work and utilize their information rings for future critiques. Additions to the rings will be made throughout the school year. 
Materials and Resources: Paper, pencils, erasers, crayons, markers, paint.
Vocabulary: Color, Value, Line, Shape, Form, Space, Texture. 
Procedures/Content: Students will finish information rings and participate in a class discussion and practice critique of a piece of artwork. Students will upload images of their ring cards to schoology. Students will then make comments on at least two other peers work. 
Assessment: Students will participate in a discussion and critique of their work They will utilize the information ring during class throughout the year and additions will be made as needed.
