Registration

Online Registration

Students and families can register for Summer School using Skyward
Family Access. Families can log in to Skyward Family Access by
accessing the homepage of our district or any school website.

Registration is a one-step process, with families selecting their students'
classes. Register your students at the grade level they will enter during

the fall of the 2024-2025 school year.

Steps to Register

1. Login to Skyward Family Access.

2. Click on Summer School Registration.

3. Select your child's name (this process needs
to be completed for each child).

4. Follow the steps that take you through the
registration.

Register early, space is limited. Please note that
your child will be placed on a waiting list if
registration is full.

If your child is eligible for transportation, you
must register them by May 16 to have busing
for the first day of school.

Course selection will follow after
registration; students/families will receive additional
information.

Expectations

Attendance

removal from our Summer School program for inappropriate behavior.

Our 4K-8 summer program intends to
provide opportunities for students to
grow in their academics and participate
in enrichment activities.

Students in high school concentrate on
credit recovery and academic support.

Courses will run based on staffing
ability, and final schedules may change
due to staffing.
