Clinton Public Schools
· does not segregate ELL students from their English-speaking peers, except where programmatically necessary, to implement an ELL education program.  ELL students, who are not placed in modified general education classrooms for sheltered English instruction in core academic subjects such as English Language Arts, mathematics, or science, are placed together with native English-speaking students in classes that are not focused on language acquisition or application.  Such classes include art, music, and physical education.  
· ensures that ELL students participate fully with their English-speaking peers and are provided support in non-core academic courses.

· ensures that ELL students are provided with guidance and counseling, as needed, in a language that the student understands.

· ensures that ELL students are taught to the same academic standards and curriculum as all students, and provides the same opportunities to master such standards as other students, including the opportunity to enter academically advanced classes, receive credit for work done, and have access to the full range of programs.
· uses grade appropriate content objectives for ELL students that are based on the district curricula in English language arts, history and social science, mathematics, and science and technology/engineering, taught by qualified staff members.

· provides access to the full range of academic opportunities and supports afforded non-ELL students, such as special education services, Section 504 Accommodation Plans, Title I services, career and technical education, and the supports outlined in the district’s curriculum accommodation plan.  When considering ELL students for special education, the district ensures that staff knowledgeable about second language acquisition is involved in the eligibility and IEP development process.  The lack of English language proficiency alone is not a basis for finding a student either eligible or ineligible for special education.
· provides information such as activities, responsibilities, and academic standards in notices to all students, including ELL students, in a language and mode of communication that they understand.

· provides appropriate support, where necessary, to ELL students to ensure that they have equal access to the nonacademic programs and extracurricular activities available to their English-speaking peers.

· to the best of its ability, provides all students, including ELL students, with information about extracurricular activities and school events in a language they understand. 

· ensures that ELL students are provided facilities, materials and services comparable to those provided to the overall student population.
