1. Did Anna do the right thing, honoring Kate's wishes?  Why?

2. Do you feel it was unfair of Kate to ask Anna to refuse to donate a kidney, even though this seemed to be the only way for her to avoid the lifesaving transplant?  Why?

3. Do you feel that Anna’s rights were violated or should she have been willing to do whatever it took to save her sister?  Why?
4. Were you surprised to learn the real reason Anna refused to donate her kidney?  How did your feelings change about Anna, Kate or Sara after you found out?

5. After Taylor died, do you think Kate was only grieving over Taylor’s death, over her own or over both?   Why did you answer this way?
6. What was your first impression of Kate’s parents?

7. As the film progressed, how did Brian and Sara differ in their approach to Kate’s health?

8. What was the significance of taking Kate to the beach?  At this point in the movie what stage of grief was Brian in?  What stage of grief was Sara in?  What stage of grief was Kate in?  

9. Did Sara have to go to the beach to keep her family together?  Why?  Would you have gone?

10. Should a medical professional allow a critically ill patient leave the hospital to do something fun, such as going to the beach?

11. Did you identify with any one character more than the others?  Why?
12. Which character did you have the hardest time understanding and why?

13. Anna says “death is death” and that no one really understands it.  What do you think she meant?  Do you agree?
