CHOICE #1   OWL PELLET DISSECTION - “Hoot” Lab Detective  
Have you ever wondered what predator birds of the night eat? Owl pellets are perhaps the most interesting 
because owls swallow many of their prey whole. Let's investigate and get some answers by dissecting owl 
pellets.  Explore what is inside of a barn owl pellet to find out! 
 

CHOICE #2   HOW TO CREATE ABORIGINAL ART 
Aboriginal art is one of the oldest forms of art; millenniums ago it was done in caves. Almost all aboriginal art, 
past and present, is about the land, the relation of the people to the land and the struggle to survive. Visually 
the art is somewhere between abstract and figurative.  
 

CHOICE #3   CHESS IS LIKE WAR ON A BOARD 
Do you know some advanced chess moves or are you just learning to play the game?  Either way, this class is 
for you as it will help you develop a battle plan of attack against your opponent!  Students will be grouped by 
ability and will participate in a chess tournament.   
 
 

CHOICE #4   POEMS THAT DON’T RHYME (6TH – 8TH GRADE ONLY)  
Did you know there are many forms of poetry that do not have to rhyme?  Some poems are based on shapes, parts 
of speech, or the rhythm of the words when spoken aloud.  Students will become poets as they write their own 
diamante poem, haiku, acrostic poem, and either a free verse or narrative poem (students' choice).  Students will 
then choose their favorite poem to edit and prepare as if it were being sent to a publisher.  Their chosen poem will 
be matted using colored pens and pencils, cardstock, and colored paper.  You choose the topic!   Write in your own 
style, and make your voice heard!  MUST BE CURRENTLY ENROLLED AS A MIDDLE SCHOOL STUDENT!
