Rocket Golf is no Drag!
Materials:

Paper Towel Tube

Rubber Bands

Card board

Duct Tape

Glue

Straws

Procedure:

1.  Each group must build a rocket that is propelled by air only.  (See Air Rockets or Hip Rockets Instructions)
2.  Add fins and a nose to reduce drag and improve distance.

4.  Once every team has a rocket, we will play rocket golf.

5.  Every group will start from a predetermined spot.

6.  We will have a series of “holes” such as trees, a flagpole, and other objects.  (They will be marked with an X made from duct tape.)

7.  After yelling fore, every group will fire their rocket towards the first hole.  

8.  They will then go to where their rocket landed and when the teacher yells fore again, they will fire towards the first hole again.  Once a group makes it to the hole, their score or amount of times fired will be recorded.

9.  This will continue for all the holes and the group with the lowest score at the end will win!
