We will be studying different events that have influenced the 
development of the entire world. This class ultimately concludes with a final exam in 
June.

d. DBQ/Thematic Essays (points will vary) 
e. Midterm/ Regents Exam (midterm counts twice) 
f. Preparation/participation (approximately 20 points)
