Objectives


Working alone or with one partner you will:

· Research the initial facts of the movie clips (i.e. velocities, masses, heights, angles, wind, rotation, charge, voltage, PE, momentum, inertia, etc.)

· Provide an explanation (including calculations if applicable) to analyze the scene in your movie/television clip thus proving that the scene in the movie is in violation of the laws of physics.

· Create a Google Slide presentation showing your work.  This will include an embedded clip as well as your explanation of the bad physics (including calculations, and references as last page).
