What Role Does EE Play in
the IB Program?

The Extended Essay is an in-depth study of a focused topic chosen from the list of
available Diploma Programme subjects. This is normally one of your six chosen
subjects. The EE promotes:

academic research skills

structured writing skills

reflective opportunities

engagement in personal research in a topic of a student’s choice

Basically, the extended essay is an independent, self-directed formal piece of
sustained academic writing containing no more than 4,000 words accompanied by a
reflection form of no more than 500 words.

OR State Recognition for IB

() / Programme

OR state law requires public universities to award credit for
SL and HL exams with a score of 4+ or provide evidence for
denial of credit (effective Fall 2020)

Most colleges award credit for HL exams with a score of 5+
Some colleges recognize SL exam scores

Credit awards range from 3-5 semester credits to 45 quarter
credits depending on credentials, results, and university
choice.
