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IMMUNIZATIONS OF STUDENTS

Policy Statement:

This policy will enforce the School Immunization Law, Chapter 76, Section 15, of the Massachusetts General Laws.

Purpose:

All students attending Clinton Public Schools will be compliant with the Massachusetts Immunization Requirements.

Implementation:

A. Students entering Clinton Public Schools will be required to present written physician documentation of required immunizations.

B. Immunization requirements are listed on the Massachusetts Department of Public Health website under School Immunization Program. 

C. Students will be excluded from attending school until proper documentation is provided to the school nurse.

D. Exemptions:

a. Medical exemption is allowed if a physician submits documentation attesting that an immunization is medically contraindicated
b. Religious exemption is allowed if a parent or guardian submits a written statement that immunizations conflict with their sincere religious beliefs.

E. Exemptions are permitted for homeless students under the federal McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act. Students will be allowed to start school but will need to start immunization requirements once in the district. Documentation is required within ten days that mandated immunization series have been started.
F. Philosophical reasons for no immunizations are not legally allowed in Massachusetts.

G. In situations when one or more cases of a vaccine-preventable and/or communicable disease are present in a school, all susceptible students and staff who are not immunized are subject to exclusion as described in the Reportable Disease and Isolation and Quarantine Requirements (105 CMR 300.000).
