ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 

Contest Portrait – You Feel, I Sense, is open for students of schools and students 

in special programs from the 1st to 9th grade or aged from 6 to 15.  

MOTIF/THEME: self-portrait 
ART FIELD:    design on a surface – drawing, painting, graphics, photography 

(we only accept two-dimensional art products) 
ART TECHNIQUE:  any drawing, painting, graphics or mixed tecnique 
SIZE:  any, up to A2 format (420 mm x 594 mm), without bases or frames, 
NUMBER OF ENTRIES:  maximum 10 entries per individual mentor 
  

DEADLINE: Entries should be sent by Friday, 14th March 2025, at the latest.

Contest procedure and results: 

 

Entries received by the deadline will be assessed by a panel of judges, who will select 

artworks to be showcased at the exhibition and the best/(winning) artworks. 120 of the 

artworks will be selected for the exhibition. 

 

We will distribute 6 gold, 12 silver and 22 bronze awards in each of the following 

categories: 

 

Kids aged 6 to 8  

Kids aged 9 to 11 

Kids aged 12 to 15 

 

The authors of the exhibited works and their mentors will be awarded recognitions for 

participation and the authors of the best works will also receive prizes. 

The showcased artworks will not be returned. Other non exhibited entries can be picked up at 

the opening of the exhibition. 

The mentors agree that the submitted works can be published, as well as the author's, 

mentor's and school's data. Please check the accuracy of the information provided before 

the submission.  

You will be notified about the results of the contest in written form.
