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                           Poetry, prose, and puns
Part A.
Shakespeare wrote his plays in a form of poetry called blank verse. The natural rhythm of
English speech is unstressed or stressed indicated by ˘ for unstressed, and  `  for stressed 
syllables. This is an iambic beat. Five beats or stresses to a line is called pentameter. 
Thus, iambic pentameter is a natural English line. If rhythm is not used, the poetry 
becomes prose.
