Job Interview Dilemma
Writing Assignment: JJ’s Missed Interview
Directions—Read the scenario below. After some consideration, write at LEAST a paragraph stating your opinion on what you think J.J. should do. 
J.J. has an allergy to various food products.  Occasionally, he unknowingly eats something that causes an allergic reaction.  An unpleasant-looking skin rash appears on his face, arms and hands.  The day before a job interview J.J. has such a reaction and looks ill.  He is very upset and discouraged.  He doesn’t want to go to the interview with a rash on his face. 
QUESTIONS: 
1. What should J.J. do? Should he go to the interview? Why or why not?
2. Write what J.J. should say when he calls the interviewer to explain why he cannot attend the interview. Be specific. 


3. If J.J. goes to the interview, what will the interviewer think about J.J.’s appearance?
4. If J.J. doesn’t go to the interview, what will be the reaction of the interviewer? Will they hire him anyway? Will they give him another chance to interview?
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A co-worker approaches J.J. and says. “Listen, you are working too hard.  Slow down a little bit.  You are making the rest of us look bad.  You don’t want us all to be angry with you, do you?”  The comments upset J.J. He is just trying to do the best job he can. But now J.J. wonders if he should slack off a bit.
Question:  
1. What should J.J. do? Explain.
2. How should J.J. respond to his co-workers?

3. Is this an example of workplace harassment? Why or why not?

4. Should J.J. report this information to his supervisor?
