Using the internet and the Bureau of Labor Statistics - Occupational Outlook Handbook, write an MLA style research paper that addresses the following points, for each of six career choices that may be of interest to you.
Go to: www.bls.gov/ooh, and then click on the “Search Handbook” box and enter the careers you would like to research: 

1. Describe the career.

2. Why is this career of interest to you?
3. What special education, skills, abilities, qualities or qualifications are necessary to be successful in this type of career?
4. What are some related occupations? (What other careers can be done by people with similar educations, skills, abilities, qualities or qualifications?)
5. What does a typical career path look like in this field?
6. What is the salary range for this career? (entry level to top-of-field?)

7. What are the typical working hours? Are they flexible?
8. What is the job outlook for this career? (Growth? How Much?)
9. Describe at least three advantages and at least three disadvantages to this career.

10. Do you think you might be successful in this career? Why or why not?

Paper must be a minimum of 3,000 words, typed and double spaced, 12-point Times New Roman font. Paper must be completed in MLA format including appropriate introductions and conclusions, as well as heading, proper in text citations and properly formatted Works Cited Page. Paper must be uploaded through the Focus gradebook only as a .docx document (if you use a Mac or Google Docs, you must convert it to this format before submitting) and you must turn in a printed copy as well.
