Synopsis:

Video Questions:

Provided below is a list of discussion questions for John Q.  After watching the movie, you will need to choose three questions and compose a five paragraph paper responding/reflecting to the movie and the posed questions.
1. If you were the CEO of the hospital would you have worked a deal out with John Q to begin with, so his child could have received immediate attention?  If so, what kind of deal would you worked out? (i.e. payment options, etc.)

2. Why doesn’t the hospital bend the rules for John Q’s situation?
3. Discuss the great immediacy of the situation and how vital health insurance can be to a patient’s life.  How did the high anxiety, depression and emotional impact threaten the situation?
4. What was the issue that John Q faced with his boss regarding health insurance?  What could have prevented this from being an issue?  
5. If you were an insurance agent, what different health insurance plans and options (i.e. covered benefits and comprehensiveness of plan) would you have recommended for John Q? 
6. Discuss the conversation between John Q and hospital CEO.  Why was the transplant not covered?
7. Do you think John Q explored all of his possible insurance options before holding people hostage?  If no, what do you think may have been possible option(s) for him?

8. How much do you think a heart transplant costs?  Does the extremely high cost surprise you?  Discuss how insurance companies handle the coverage for a heart transplant.
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
