Overview

5. Using the Rights Based System of Ethic should John Q have taken the action he did? And why? (Note: use your Business Ethics student notes to help you answer this questions)
6. Do you believe that it is ethical for the hospital to turn patients away if they don’t have the proper medical insurance to cover the required procedure? Why or why not?

7. In your personal opinion, do you believe that John Q made the right decision? Why or why not?

8. In your personal opinion, do you believe that John Q should have served time in prison for his actions? Why or why not?
