The expectation is that most of the
students at each grade level will have
learned the concepts listed under each

curriculum area by the end of the year.
Appearance of a learner statement

at one grade level does not diminish the
introduction and practice done in prior
grade levels, nor the continued practice
for reinforcement in subsequent grade
levels.

The learner statements are
organized by subject area. However, we
believe in helping children to see
meaningful connections between all
subjects as well as to their everyday lives.

levels

overview of grade level concepts. They
do not reflect the entire curriculum.
