• Award	will	be	issued	payable	to	educational	institution	and	the	student	at	the	beginning	

of	second	semester	of	the	freshman	academic	year.		It	is	the	responsibility	of	the	
recipient	to	notify	the	CEF	Treasurer	regarding	the	proper	names	and	the	date	the	check	
is	required	at	the	institution	prior	to	December	1st	of	the	school	year	in	which	the	
scholarship	was	awarded.
