Dr. Hendrix recommended that the Board approve Consent Agenda Item 3.1 as presented.

Mrs. Fox made a motion, seconded by Mr. Anderson, to approve consent agenda item 3.1 as 

presented.  The motion carried by voice vote.
Mr. Scholl recognized Mr. Blake, Director of Financial Operations.

Mr. Blake presented the 2012 Budget to the Board.  Discussion was had and questions were 
asked regarding assessed value and student count.  Lengthy discussion took place on the advertised tax rate of 1.89.  Mr. Blake told the Board that he expects the rate will actually be between 1.28 and 1.31 when the budget comes back approved.

In regards to future projects, the Board would like to have the $200,000 for land acquisition removed.  Mrs. Fox made a motion, seconded by Mr. Lyness, to remove the $200,000 for land acquisition from the future projects portion of the budget.  This includes removing it from the 2013 budget also, which would be the last year.   The motion carried by voice vote.

Dr. Hendrix recommended that local tax payers really need to talk to their state legislators and tell them that the process schools have to go through to create a budget is not even based on facts.  It is like false advertising.

Mr. Blake recommended that the Board approve the advertisement of the 2012 Budget as 

presented, which includes the removal of the $200,000 for land acquisition from the future projects portion of the budget.

Mr. Norman made a motion, seconded by Mr. Anderson, to approve the advertisement of the 2012 Budget, as presented, which includes the removal of the $200,000 for land acquisition from the future projects portion of the budget.  The motion carried by voice vote.
