SAT School Day Preparations

NPHS staff has set a school-wide goal for improving SAT scores for our junior class based on
the SAT School Day Test. We will be actively assisting students in understanding the test
format, types and rigor of questions, and strategies useful for standardized testing. These
additional preparation sessions will be held during Success time, and students may be
assigned multiple sessions based on student PSAT data. PSAT scores, along with a score
report letter were sent home to all 9th-11th grade students who took the PSAT in October. The
SAT School Day Test for all NPHS juniors is tentatively scheduled for March 5th, 2024.
